 Fripp Islandôs history is as colorful as the island itself.  Some of the first 

visitors to Fripp Island were the Native Americans who used the island for hunting 

and fishing purposes.  During the days of yore, the 3000 acre island was a popular 

oasis for world explores and a quiet retreat for treasure hunting pirates.  Legend 

says that the infamous Edward Teach, better known as Blackbeard, buried treasure 

on Fripp Island in the 1700ôs.  Fripp Island wasnôt officially named until the 17
th
 

century when it was deeded to Captain Johannes Fripp.  

 

 In its early days, Fripp Island was much bigger then it is today.  It wasnôt 

until the ocean broke though in 1864 creating three separate islandséFripp, 

Pritchard, and Capers.  Today, palmetto trees dot the island and refreshing trade 

winds sweep across our gentle sloping beach ï some three and one-half miles long.
